 The first of our 
monthly healing services will 
be held on Monday, June 25 
at 7:00pm. The service which 
will be held on the last 
Monday of each month will 
begin in the adoration chapel 
with a procession with the 
Blessed Sacrament to the 
main church. The Blessed 
Sacrament will be reserved 

on the main altar for a service of the Word. After a 
brief period of prayer and adoration, a blessing with 
the Blessed Sacrament will be given to each person 
who wishes to pray for personal healing. All 
parishioners are invited to attend with family and 
friends who are need of prayer for healing.  
 The Eucharist and the reserved Blessed 
Sacrament are, as the Second Vatican Council 
documents say, and echoed in the teaching of our 
late Pope John Paul II, the “source and summit” of 
the graces which God grants to the Church. Among 
these graces are healing of body and spirit, and 
reconciliation. Praying through the power of the 
Eucharist is at the heart of our tradition. The service 
we will celebrate follows the liturgy of the 
traditional “benediction”. The exception will be that 
the each person will be blessed individually. 
We hope this can become an opportunity for the 
parish to gather monthly for prayer for all in our 
community who have need of God’s grace and 
healing.

Fr. Rick will be leading a 
trip to Italy on April 17 
through April 27, 2008. 
The itinerary includes 2 

nights in Liguria (the Italian Riviera); with a stop in 
Pisa while enroute to Florence for 3 nights. An 
enroute visit to Assisi will bring us to Rome for 4 
nights. Included are admissions to the Academia in 
Florence for Michaelangelo’s David; the Vatican 
Museums and the Sistine Chapel; and a tour of the 
major basilicas and the San Callisto catacombs. 
English-speaking tour manager and tour guides will 
accompany the group throughout the trip. The cost 
will be $2,684 per person, double occupancy based 
on 25 participants. In addition, US/Italian 
departure/arrival taxes, currently $250.00, will be 
due when airline tickets are confirmed. Optional trip 
insurance will also be available.

New Diocesan Policies f or  Abuse 
Prevent ion and Awar eness 

 

 In 2005, the US Bishops’ revised their 
“Dallas” Charter for the Protection of Children and 
Young People. The revision includes an annual 
audit of each diocese to ensure the implementation 
of all aspects of the charter. Our diocese will be 
audited in the week of October 22, 2007. Part of the 
audit includes inspection of randomly selected 
parish records of implementation. 
 According to the 2005 revision, parishes are 
expected to provide the abuse prevention awareness 
program to ALL parish volunteers. At St. John 
Neumann, the program has only been provided to 
employees and those volunteers who are directly 
involved with children and youth. We are in 
compliance with the pre-2005 guidelines, but at this 
time, we are not in total compliance with the revised 
charter or with our diocesan norms. Mrs. Sue 
Medeiros was appointed by Msgr. Avila as the 
parish coordinator of this process and has done an 
outstanding job in presenting the process to those 
volunteers mandated by the prior requirements. 
Now, in order that we are in full compliance, Mrs. 
Medeiros will be facilitating a series of meetings for 
all those who have not participated in the Abuse 
Prevention and Awareness process. 
 All those who volunteer in the parish in any 
capacity must view the video one time and sign the 
CORI authorization annually. The parish must 
maintain documentation of all participation. Mrs. 
Sue Medeiros will schedule several sessions at 
convenient times so that our parish may again be in 
full compliance with the national and diocesan 
policies.  
 We will be scheduling two Sunday 
mornings in the summer  for all those who have 
not previously viewed the video. The times are 
arranged so that people can attend either  before 
or after  Sunday Mass.
