In 2005, he US BishopL reised thar
allasOCharter for the Protection of Children and
Young Reople. The revisionindudes an annud
audit of each diocese to ensure the implementation
of al aspects of thecharter. Our diocese will be
audited in the week of October 22, 2007 Part of the
audit includes ingpection of mndonly selected
paish recordsof implementation.

According o the 2005 reision, paishes ae
expected to provide the abuse prevention awareness
progran to ALL parish volunteers. At St. John
Neumann, the proglam has only been provided to
employees and those volunteers who ae directly
involved with children and youh. We arein
compliance with the pre-2005 gudelines, butat this
time, we are notin total compliance with the revised
charter or with our docesan norns. Mrs. Sue
Mederoswas appointed by Msgr. Avilaasthe
paish coordinaor of this process and ha donean
outstanding jobin presenting the process to those
volunteers mandaed by the prior requirements.
Now, in orde tha we are in full compliance, Mrs.
Medaroswill befacilitating a series of meetingsfor
al those who have not paticipated inthe Abuse
Prevention and Awareness process.

All those who volunteer in the paish in any
capacity mug view the video onetime and 9gn the
CORI authorization aanwally. The parish mug
maintain doawmentation ofall paticipation. Mrs.
Sue Mederoswill schedule several sessionsat
convenient times so tha our @arish may agan bein
full compliance with the national and docesan
policies.
