Our diocese will be
audited in the week of October 22, 2007 Part of the
audit includes ingpection of lmndonly selected
parish recordsof implementation.

According o the 2005 revision, paishes are
expected to provide the abuse prevention awareness
program to ALL parish volunteers. At &. John
Neumann, the proglam has only been provided to
employees and those volunteers who ae directly
involved with children and youh. Wearein
compliance with the pre-2005 gudelines, butat this
time, we are notin total compliance with the revised
charter or with our docesan norms. Mrs. Sue
Mederoswas appointed by Msgr. Avilaas the
paish coordinator of this process and ha donean
outstanding jobin presenting the pracess to those
volunteers mandaed by te prior requirements.
Now, in orde tha weare in full compliance, Mrs.
Mederoswill befacilitating a series of meetingsfor
al those who have not paticipated inthe Abuse
Prevention and Awareness progess.
